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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to study social and economic factors affecting food
consumption of Thai expatriate in Charoen Pokphand Foods Philippines Corporation. The
populations were 36 Thai employees of Charoen Pokphand Foods Philippines Corporation.
Questionnaires were used to collect data (personal data, food consumption, social and economic
factors affecting food consumption), which analyzed by using frequency, percentage, mean and
standard deviation.

The results showed that the population had food consumption at good level
(b = 1.64). Social factors affecting food consumption were family and culture including
accommodation, raw material and food cooking. In term of economic factors, it did not affect
food consumption of the population, although the expenses were increased but their income had

increased too.
