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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study the behavior of the people on using houschold
hazardous chemicals, and factors affecting such behavior. Two hundred and ninety persons were
the sample of this study using by a multi - stage sampling technique from those who lived in Wiang
Sub — district, Phrao District, Chiang Mai Province. The data were collected through the use of
questionnaires, and then, analyzed by using percentage, arithmetic mean, standard deviation, and
multiple regression analysis for hypothesis testing.

The results of the study were as follows :

1) Knowledge of - household hazardous chemicals and mixed marketing belief was found at
a moderate level.

2) Awareness of the harmful effect in chemicals to health of people in houscholds and
environment was found at a high level.

3) Knowledge of household hazardous chemicals and awareness of the harmful effect in
chemicals to environment had a significant effect upon the behavior on using household hazardous
chemicals at the 0.05 level.

4) Awareness of the harmful effect in chemicals to health of people in households had a

significant effect upon the behavior on using household hazardous chemicals at the 0.01 level.
