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ABSTRACT

The objective of this research is to study 1) the invasion of Ping River 2) the
relating invasion law enforcement 3) the effective of law enforcement along Ping River
in Chiang Mai municipal area. The data is collected from the government's officer, who
is in charge and control the invasion along Ping River side, the group of people, who
live in the study area and the group of local people, who live in Chiang Mai. This
research use descriptive method. These data are collected in the structural, non-
structural interview and the non-formal observation. These data is analyzed in
descriptive presentation. The study results are

1. The invasion of Ping River is open and hidden. Most of them slowly
occupied the area. They extend the invasion along Ping River, while the minority group
also expands to occupy their own land. This fand is used to build the immovabie
property and temporary use. The reasons of land invasion are selﬁéh. the law
enforcement is not strong, government's officers are not action strongly and the issued

acts do not assist the government’s officer.



2. The relevant law enforcement in this case study found that there are
many acts used to deal and support the problem-solving scheme. There are many
government depariments directly use the acts, some of them have many acts to use,
and some use specific acts. But some acts do not assist the user, unclear and cover
enough.

3. The action of the relating organization is to handle the problem and the
enforcement from government's officer does not successful, which make invader
continue the invasion along Ping River.

The suggestion from this study is o setup and encourage local people to
have environmental awareness and actives of the Ping River conservation scheme.
Government should reconsider the conservation policy of watershed management and
administration. The law should improve and correct to control the invasion scheme. The
government's officer should survey the invasion area with the cooperation of invader

and improve the land for public utilization.
