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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to study social changes as the
consequences of the hilitribe rehabilitation project in Wang Mai Village Wang Nua
district, Lampang Province; and the related factors towards such changes. The data
were collected by using documentary analysis, interviewing key informants, annexing
meetings, with the focal people, and conducting participant and non - participant
observations. The data were then, analyzed by the use of descriptive method.

The results of this study were as follows:

1. The hilltribe rehabilitation project had both positive and negative results in
the community and within its environmental surroundings. The positive resutts were in
the people’s life quality, which consisted of health, education, economic, vocational,
housing and nutrition. The negative results were mainly found in the environmental

aspects, consisting of land use, water source development, fundamental structure



development, and forestry. in the foresiry dimension, the state lost its forest iand about
3,000 Rai.

2. The external and intemal factors were found relating to such social and
environmental changes of the hilltribe migrants. The extemal factors consisted of
information, the migration project itself, development patteni. and economic, social and
ecological aspects. The intemal factors were leaming situations of the migrants, their

adjustment, attitudes and tribal cultures, including their belief system, values and social

network system,
