ABSTRACT

The aims of this study were : 1) to study the factors that may affect the
grouping for environmental management by the Hug Mae Charim youth groups ; and
2} to study the processes and forms of their capabilities. The study involved member
representatives and committee of the Hug Mae Charim youth groups in Mae Charim
District, Nan Province. This qualitative research involved collection of data through
interviews and participatory and non - partipatory observation, which were analyzed.

The resuilts of the study indicated that the factors effecting the grouping of
youth members for environmental community management consisted of support
received form both government and non-government agencies to leaming about
environmental management and serving as maodel in youth activities implementation.
Other factors included networking which affected the linkage coordination among the
youth groups and other various group modet in terms of activity participation and group
discussion. In the other, socio — cultural and family factors served as key mechanism for

building the awareness of environmental management through relationship, support and



cooperation. Meanwhile, the results showed that although the environmental factor did
not serve as the main focus youth grouping , it become one of the considerations in
creating youth group activities, together with learning and the dissemination of
environmental conservation within the province of Nan

The study also found that the youth prefer the participatory approach of
implementation which include the problems and cause identification processes, the
implementation planning process in order to project group working schedules through
actual impiementation monitoring and evaluation process. This is through actual
implement model by media dissemination and public relations activities, participation in
the various organizations and serving as youth volunteers on environmental

management in the community could be achieved.
