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Abstract

The main purposes of this qualitative research, namely, “Transfer of Local
Wisdom Relying on Natural Resources as Community Enterprises: A Case Study of Suk
Sombun Village, Nong Sao L.ao Sub-district, Chum Phae District, Khon Kaen Province”,
were to study the transfer of local wisdom relying on natural resources as community
enterprises, and to study the related factors.

This research was conducted in Suk Sombun Village, Nong Sao Lao Sub-
district, Chum Phae District, Khon Kaen Province. Informal interviews and observations

were used to collect data. Descriptive and content analyses were employed to analyze

those collected data.
The results of this research were as follows:

1. The transfer of jocal wisdom relying on natural resources as community

enterprises was divided into 3 levels:

At the personnel level, Local wisdom was transmitted from families,

relatives, the elderly, or wise men to the offsprings by training, recommending, and



practicing through socializatio_n. The used teaching and learning media were materials
and persons to which the contents would cover the producing procedures and
techniques relying on natural resources.

At the community level, the wisdom would be transmitted by social groups,
consisting of group of peers, leaders, and occupational members. The knowledge and
experience transfers would be conducted through trainings, meetings, group
discussions, and community forums. Their contents were aimed to generate income for
the community’ s members. These matter were the exchange of personal opinions and
experiences too. |

At the inter-community level, the transmitting methods would be used
through trainings, meetings, community study tours, and also the selling procedures of
local products. The personnel media would be used to develop the relationships among
the communities, leading to create the sense of awareness, raw materials' shortage for
production, and material selecting process.

2. The factors relating to the transfer of local wisdom relying on natural
résources as community enterprise consisted of internal and external factors.

Internal factors consisted of occupational leaders, needs of income,
knowledge, understandings, and recognition of the natural resources’ importance.

External factors consisted of markets' needs, transportations,

communication technology, and government/non-government's supports.
