Abstract

The main proposes of the research were : 1) to analyze situation about and plan to
development the publié health training curriculum for youth leader in secondary school ; 2) to
compare the curriculum’s effectiveness of the environmental education process before and after
the training,

This research was conducted in secondary school | under the authority of the
Department of General Education, Sukhothai Province. The sample group was the youth leader
in public health from those school. The data collection was done through questionnaires on
problem conditions and needs, through on objectives of the environmental education process and
attitude evaluation form on training course. Frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation and
t-test were employed to analyze those collected data.

The process of this research was relatively conducted in 4 stages and the research

results were as follows :-



1. Situation and problems analysis : Generally, the envirommental situation and
problems in Sukhothai Province were at moderate level except the waste problem that needed
to be urgently solved. The public health youth leader needed to learn in details about
environmental and food sanitation regarding to environmental improveraent and prevention in

their community.

2. Curriculum planning : The objectives, contents, implementation and evaluation of
curriculum were readjusted to match up with the existing problems and needs including
implementation in daily life.

3. Curriculum implementation : To compare the effectiveness of curriculum before
 and after the public health youth leader training, it was found that the public health youth leader

had different environmental awareness, environmental knowledge, attitude towards environmental
problem, ability in environmental problem management and participation in environmental

activities at the significant level of 0.05.

4. Curriculum evaluation : The public health youth leader agreed that the developed
training curriculum was acceptable and covered all objectives, contents, activities and evaluation
method. Accordingly, the training curriculum for the public health youth leader, which developed

by the researcher, was appropriate for implementation in schools.
