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Abstract

The study of “A Conservation of Visual Resource in Chiang Mai : A Case Study of
the Areas around Ratcha Dumnoen, Tha Phas and Charoen Muang Roads.” had four
main objectives : (1) Study by evaluating the landscape image, architecture and cultura!
heritage of the community; (2) Study the- apparent problems and the causes which
Create visual pollution within the study areas; {3} Study the opinions of the peopie, the
academia and the concerned officials, towards the conservative of visual resources and
the management for the problem of visual pollution within the study areas; and
(4) Suggest alternate solutions for the conservation of visual resources and Qpen up new
avenues of resolving the problem of visual pollution which are inherent within the study

areas.

This study combine data both in quality through gathering information of the
existing work and researches in the field of conservative of visual resources, observing

within the study areas and through systematic interview of the three groups are the



people, the academia and the concerned officials. The result of the study may be
concluded as follow.

The general characteristics of the three random sampling groups in combination
data are mostly female between the age of twenty and forty years old. The highest level
of education is bachelor level, and most of their format education and occupation hardly
concern with landscape. The majority of the sampling groups have general

understanding of the visual poliution problem at intermediate level.

The majority of the sampling groups have an opinion that the landscape images
within the study areas are not beautiful due to the plenary cause of the apparent

degradation of visual poltution.

The sampling groups express their judgement that the area in front of Wat Phrae
Sing has the most sever visual pollution which caused by system of public utilities and
unregulated advertisement bilf boards. When ask about means to solve the visual
pollution, the sampling groups agree to improve the landscape according to the

recommendation, base on the possibility of cooperation from people in landscape.

When asked about their impression when confront the visual pollution, the
sampling groups think that the untidiness of the city space is major causes of visual
pollution; most of the sampling groups point to the selfishness of the general public.
Therefore, the alternate solution is light up awareness of the peopie in the community.
When the people in the community realize 1o the consesvation of the landscape in the
community, the problems of visual pollution will gradually be resolved and the valuable

visual resource of the city will be returned.
