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ABSTRACT

This independent study on spirit cult and natural resource conservation in Ban Hae Tai
Lue community is aimed to study the culture and spirit cult of Tai Lue which is related to their
cooperative behaviors for the conservation of the natural resource influenced by the spirit cult.
The method of sﬁidy is a qualitative approach. This study selected 12 community leaders and 167
community members. The leaders were interviewed by an in-depth interview technique while the
community members filled up the structured quesfionnaires constructed by the researcher.

Itis fou—nd that the Tai Lue in Ban Hae community has the beliefs in spirits which are
related to their cooperative behavior in conservation of forest and water resourcés. Significant
differences in the beliefs are found among age groups, educational groups, vocational groups and
the income groups. However, their behaviors as a whole were strongly related to the spirit cult
