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Abstract

This independent study is aimed at investigating the consistency of ecotourism
management conducted by Tambon Pha Chang Noi and the Tourism Authority of Thailand’s
ecotourism managing measures in order to see the implementation, outcomes, problems and
obstacles arisen from the ecotourism management conducted by Tambon Pha Chang Noi.

Data collection was made through structured interview, questionnaire, photographs and
related documents. Sampling cohort consists of the ecotourism managing committee of Tambon
Pha Chang Noi, local peoples, and tourists.

Results of the study revealed as follows:

1. The ecotourism management com;lucted by Tambon Pha Chang Noi is mainly
based upon the natural.resources rich in diversity which are beautiful and attractive to the tourists,
Activities provided include trekking, natural studying and camping. As regards environmental
education and awareness provided to the tourists, they played important roles in trying to comply
the tourists’ behaviors to consistent and sustainable d'e_veiopment and conservation. ~ However,
some existing problemé include forest t}ncroachmeht, forest fire, lack of tourists noise control

measures, informative signs, safe trail, public information, and community participation.



2. As regards the ecotourism management conducted by Tambon Pha Chang Noi, only
two aspecls are consistent with the Tourism Authority of Thailand’s ecotourism managing
measures. They are: 1) environmental education and awareness and 2) promotion ecotourism
investment to privatire and local peoples. But the inconsistent ecotourism management includes
1) the tourist resources and environmental management, 2) local participation management, 3)
infrastructure management and tourist services provided and 4) guiding tours and marketing
promotion management,

3. As for suggestions proposed for the ecotourism management conducted by Tambon
Pha Chang Noi for the improvement of tourist spots in the area, they should include the
assessment of its tourism carrying capacity, tourists noise control measures, garbage and waste
water management, information service for tourists, local participation encouragement, and

tourism network creation with other agencies concerned.
