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ABSTRACT

This independent study has the objectives which are 1) to study self designing by
selecting and clothing design of gays at the night clubs in Chiangmai ; 2) to study the unity of
clothing style that can be presented the identity of gays; 3) to create the trend of clothing in order
to reflect the identity of gay. The methodology is both interviewing of 10 gay people and data

collecting of 40 gay people.

The results of the study found that 10 gays have the unity of clothing which reflects
themselves by these following: 1) their clothing must has something sparkling such as a diamond
brooch or colorful beads ; 2) their clothing should be used a fancy technique to increase textures
or designs; 3) the design of clothing should be graphic styles such as curve, movement and

flowers.

This group of gays wants to be obvious by differ from other people. They want to
separate themselves from male gender by clothing style that familiarises with other men. Not only
do specifying the other groups of gays by observing their personalities or physical appearances
which relate to their sexual desire, but they also specify by clothing designs. This study shows
that gay people tend to identify themselves through their clothing styles, which can be identified
and be recognized in detail. However this clothing style is able to “blend-in” with the main

culture instead of obviously separating themselves from.
