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ABSTRACT

From the study is was found that meaning, type and relationship between Kamma
and result of Kamma in Tipitaka and the literary work Phra Malay are related Kamma means
action with composes of intention. It is divided into two: KUSALA-KAMMA and AKUSALA-
- KAMMA. Rebirth is the effect of KUSALA-KAMMA and AKUSALA-KAMMA. One will be
born in the good or bad place because of their Kamma.

Moreover, it was found that the thing that will take place in next life is mind or soul
which collects KUSALA-KAMMA and AKUSALA-KAMMA. So Kamma is action or practice
to religious discipline both absolute and good Kamma that can get rite of delusion. The result of
guod Kamma and bad Kamma will bring human-being to be born in heaven or good place and the
bad will bring to otherwise. It is remarked in giving the result of merit in Literary work "Phra
Malay that has conflict with Tipitaka ; that is, in literary work Phra Malay one can give the

result of merit to others, but in Tipitaka can give to “PARADATTUPAJIVI” only.



From the study the influence of belief of literary work Phra Malay, We found the
strong influence ot belief is follow; 1) belief of merit, Kamma and rebirth, next life, hell, heaven.
2) “PHRA SI-ARIYAMETTRI” (One who will become the Buddha in the future) because one
who does the merit expects to be born in the time of “PHRA SI—ARIYAMETTRI”for attain
enlightenment not for in this life. Therefore, literary work Phra Malay has more relation to Thai

minds which presented in the form of preaching and praying in all parts.
