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Abstract

The study has two objectives; they are, (1) to analysis the meaning of man and nature
according to the sustainable agriculture group and (2) to study the relationship between man and
nature according to the same. The sources of study are from documentaries and participation
interviews.

The study’s results are: a man according to them is composed of two parts, body and
mind. As a part of the body, a man needs to be in a good-conditioned environment, such as with
organic food, peaceful residence and pure and plentiful water.
