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ABSTRACT

The research’s purpose is to study the law enforcement on arrest warrant issue in reality
and to answer of the research question if the law can protect people’s freedom and rights that
have been guaranteed by 2540 B.E. and 2550 B.E. Constitutions. The information used in this
research consists of legal principles about arrest warrant issuing procedure, and the collected
statistical data and the samples of the police arrest warrant petitions in robbery, embezzlement,
and fraud cases from Muang Chiang Mai Police Station.

According to the statistical data analysis, the result revealed that the court’s tendency to
approve arrest warrants is respectively high (90 percents of sampled arrest warrants petitions).
Moreover, the study of sampled arrest warrant petitions shows that most robbery cases, the crime
with 3 years maximum rate of penalty, use reasonable cause to grant arrest warrants. On the other
hand, the court used probable cause in granting arrest warrants in embezzlement and fraud, which
also have 3 years maximum rate of penalty. The accuser’s allegations are used as evidence in
embezzlement and fraud cases although this sort of evidence does not have much weight of
reliability. The police inquiry officials often use the probability to escape from arrest to get arrest
warrants. In using tendency to escape from arrest as the reason, it seems to be a problem in
practice since the interpretation of ‘escape’ is vague and ambiguous. There is no law that state
distinctively if it necessary to issue the summons before issuing arrest warrants.

In considering evidence before issuing arrest warrants, the courts often approve the
police officers’ reason. This reflects that the police officers use their inquisitorial authority for

crime control purpose. They tend to collect unbeneficial evidences to the accused than the



beneficial ones in order to take the suspect under their control. This practice contradicts to the
constitution principles that the court is needed to take cross-examination role to the police inquiry
officials to protect people’s freedom and rights before get involve in the criminal justice

procedure.
