The ~ objective of this étﬁdy was to invesgigate problems
related té ejeglasses used in postoperative catgract patients. The
purﬁosive sample :consisted of 28 patiénts undergoing their first
sided lens extraction attended eye clinic, at the follow ‘up
scheduiing, outpatient -depﬁrtment at Maharaj ﬂakorn Chiang _Mai‘
Hospital. Data #éfe collected via intefview and‘Aexamination of
patient records. The instrument was interview .record form
constructed by the investiéator which pargiﬁl modified - from the
- Bernth-Petersen's visual functiohing index. The‘étructured interview
form is &ivided into'tﬁree parts : patient’'s genéral 1nformation; an
information ‘associatéd with cataract and treatment; .and probléms

related to eyeglasses after surgery. The problems collected consist



of four modes shich were physiological,'self—concept, role function,

and inter&ependence respectively. The instrument's test of alpha
: coeff01ent reliability was 0.74. Data were analysed using frqueney
and percentage_ Fisher exact probability test was utilized for the
analysis of problems related to physiological ncde.

ihe results were concluded as follows :

t. During thes first few days of eyeglasses used, the
: patlents s serious problems were unable to drive, poor depth visual
“perceptlon—closer than actual distance, off balance while walklng,
unable to walk along a staircase and across the street alone.

2. At the following second and fourth weeks of eyeglasses used
the first two aforementioneg problens still occurred frequently. The
| upcoming problemns followed ty blurred reading vision, unable to graspr
| ijects'quickly from table or shelf, and seeing things as increasing

in size.
