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Abstract

A descriptive correlational study was conducted to describe
body image, self—ésteem of Chinese burned patients, and to examine
the relationship between body image and self-esteem. There were 63
burned patients participated in the study. The subjects were
selected at Plastic Surgery Hospital in Beijing according to the
criteria from December, 1996 to February, 1997. The instrument used
for data collection was a questionnaire which composed of
demographic data form, modified body-cathexis scale (MBCS), and
Rosenberg self-esteem scale {RSES). Internal consistency
reliability coefficient levels of MBCS and RSES were .93 and .83,
Tespectively. Descriptive statistics and Pearson product moment

correlational coefficient were used to analyze data as appropriate.
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The findings of this study rtevealed that 52.4% of the
subjects had high level of body image while 47.6% of them reported
low body image. Fifty-four percent of the subjects had high score
on self-esteem while fourty-six percent of them had low score. It
could be concluded from this study that there was a significant low
positive relationship between body image and self-esteem (r=0.2649,

p < 0.05).
