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Abstract

This study aims to describe attitudes of nurses
toward clinical nursing research. A descriptive design was
used and a sample of 291 staff nurses working in four
clinical wunits in the First, Second, and Third Teaching
Hospital of Beijing Medical University, Beijing, Chiné, was
selected for this study. The subjects were obtained by using
the proportional simple random sampling method. The
instruments used in this study were the demographic data
questionnaire and the Attitudes to Clinical Nursing Research
Scale (ACNRS), developed by the researcher. The Content

Validity Index (CVf) of the ACNRS was .80, and the
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reliability of the ACNRS was .91, which was obtained by
means of Cronbach’s Alpha. Descriptive statistics were used
to analyze the data.

The results of the study were concluded as follows:

1. The overall level of attitude of nurses toward
clinical nursing research was at a good level. Most of the
subjects (53.9%) had a good 1level of attitude toward
clinical nursing research, followed by the level of attitude
toward clinical nursing research at an average, a very good,
and a low level, respectively.

2. The level of attitudes of nurses on conducting
clinical nursing research of subparts of the importance of
conducting clinical nursing research, educational
preparation, and self-confidence on conducting <c¢linical
nursing research were at a good level while the level of
subparts of administrative support and time-consuming aspect
on conducting clinical nursing research was at an average
level.

3. The 1level of aftitudes of nurses on utilizing
research findings into clinical nursing practice of subparts
of the importance in implementing research findings into
nursing practice and administrative support on wutilizing
research findings into c¢linical nursing practice were at a
good level while the level of attitudes of self-confidence
on utilizing research findings into clinical nursing

practice was at an average level.
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These findings can also be applied to nursing
practice, nursing education, nursing administration, and

nursing research. Recommendations for further study were

provided.
