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Abstract

Previous studics rcvealed that the interpersonal relationship problems between
nursing students and nursing instructors exist. However, Studies showing basic information about
the relationship behavior of cach are scarcc. This may be the cause. of the interpersonal
relationship problem found.

The purpose of this descriptive rescarch was to assess the interpersonal relationship
behavior of nursing students and nursing instructors at Boromarajonani College of Nursing
Udonthani. The population were 117 third year nursing studéhfs and 15 nursing instructors who
supervised the third year nursing students in clinical settings in the academic year 2000. The

nursing students and nursing instructors participated by completing FIRO Element B measurement of

Schutz (1987) translated into Thai by Voranut Kitsombun (1995).
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The result of this study revealed that in the Inclusion area, when expressing
themselves to people, both nursing students and nursing instructors wanted to include more
people than usually did. When perceived expressing from people, nursing students wanted to be
more included than they were now, and nursing instructors perceived that they were included
congruent to their needs. In the Control area, nursing students felt they needed to express
themselves further to control people more than they usually did. Nursing instructors felt that they
controlled pecple congruent to their needs. Both nursing students and nursing instructors felt that
people controlled them more than they wanted. In theOpenness arca, nursing students wanted to
be able to express themselves more openly to people than they usually did. Nursing instructors
felt that thcy' expressed themselves sufficiently congruent to their needs. Both nursing students
and some nursing instructors felt that people could express themselves more openly with them,
except for some nursing instructors perceived that people cxpressed themselves congruent to their
needs.

The result showed basic information of interpersonal relationship behavior of cach
nursing student and nursing instructor. Some problem areas need changing to improve all
behavior aspects to an adequate Ievel and should adjust their behavior and needs to be congrucnt

with the situation.
