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Abstract

Termination of pregnancy is an important health problem among unwanted pregnancy
women. Since contraception is a mean to prevent unwanted pregnancy, therefore, the descriptive
study was done to examine attitudes, subjective norms, and intentions to contraception, and to
determine predictive abilities of attitudes and subjective norms together on intentions to
contraception among those women, The subjects were 60 women after termination of unwanted
pregnancy who returned to follow up at Gynecological unit of Out-Patient Department of Maharaj
Nakorn Chiang Mai Hospital, Nakornping Hospital, and Maternal and Child Hospital in Chiang
Mai. The research instruments were Personal Data Recording Form, Attitudes Questionnaires,
Subjective Norms Questionnaires, and Intentions Questionnaire to Contraception which were
developed by the researcher based on the framework of the reason action theory described by

Ajzen and Fishbein as well as related literature. The content validity indices were .87, 1.00, and



1.00, respectively. The Cronbach’s alpha coefficients of Attitudes to Contraception
Questionnaires was .81. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics and stepwise multiple
regression. _

The results of this study indicated that the women after termination of unwanted
pregnancy had high level of positive attitudes toward contraception (5(— = 59.38, SD = 14.12),
subjective norms to contraception (i = 23.88, SD = 5.54), and intentions to contraception
(-)-(- = 2,60, SD = ,64). The attitudes and subjective norms together could predict 57 percent of
intentions to contraception (p <.01).

The findings suggested the way to promote women' s intentions to contraception after

termination of unwanted pregnancy.
