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Abstract

Painful procedures especially intravenous infusion is a stressful event and threatening
for preschool children. Most children have inadequate ‘preparation for this procedure and
probably little understanding about what is to be occured. Lack of information may have an
influence on coping behavior used by children. Giving information might decrease feelings of
threat, allowing the child to appraise the impending procedure, and providing an opportunity to
cope with the experience.

This study used a quasi-experimental research. The purpose of this study was to
examine the effect of giving information with cartoon on coping behavior of Preschoolers
receiving intravenous infusion. The sample was 40 hospitalized children aged 4-6 years admitted
to the pediatric ward, Somdejprachaotaksinmailaraj Hospital from July to September 2001. The
sample were randomly assigned to an experimental group or a control group. The experimental

group received information using cartoons while the control group received routine nursing care.

The instruments included cartoon pictures used to give information and a modified Children’s
Coping Strategies Checklist-Intrusive Procedures used for data collection. Data were analyzed by
using descriptive statistics and independent t— test, the major results showed as follows.

1. The scores of the coping behaviors category Information Seeking and Participative
Behaviors and that of the coping behaviors category Self-Protective Behaviors before procedure
were significantly different between the experimental and control group at the level of .001.

2. The scores of the coping behaviors category Information Seeking and Participative
Behaviors during procedure were significantly different between the experimental and control
group at the level of .001. |

3. The scores of the coping behaviors category Information Seeking and Participative
Behaviors after procedure were significantly different between the experimental and control
group at the level of .001. Also, the scores of the coping behaviors category Self-Protective
Behaviors were significantly different between the experimental and control group at the level of
.05.

The resulis of the study, hence, indicate the significant of providing information
regarding intravenous infusion prior to the procedure. This appears to be helpful and beneficial
directly to children to be understood as well as be able to adopt information seeking and

participative behaviors and self-protective behaviors.
