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Abstract

Persons with schizophrenia has a deterioration in the area of occupational and social
skill. Caregivers are the most important person who provided care for them in order to enhance
self-care and capability to cary daily life tasks. The purpose of this descriptive study was to
explore caregiving tasks among caregivers of persons with schizophrenia. Purposive sampling
was used to select 85 caregivers of persons with schizophrenia at Machongson province. Data
were collected during April to June, 2002. The research instruments included The Personal Data
Recording Questionairc and The Psychiatric Caregiving Tasks Scale developed by Patrapom
Tungpunkom and Wassana Pandok (2545). The data were analyzed using descriptive statistics
including frequency, percentage, means, and standard deviation.

The results of the study revecaled that caregivers of person with schizophrenia
provided the over all of psychiatric caregiving tasks sometimes. Considering to the specific area,

the results showed that caregivers usually provided care in the arca of daily living care tasks,



whereas the area of symptom management tasks was performed rarely, and the medication
management tasks was perfomed sometimes.

The resuits of this study revealed the psychiatric caregiving tasks in which caregivers
need to perform in order to take care of persons with schizophrenia at home. It also could be
preliminary data for related health care providers in order to enhance their specific skills to

complete those tasks effectively.
