ABSTRACT

Head injury  survivors commonly have physical and psychological
problems which make their daily life become limited; thus, dependency on caregivers is
inevitable. The purpose of this correlational descriptive study was to determine caring
behaviors, social support, and a relationship between caring behaviors and social support
among caregivers of persons with head injuries. The subjects were 90 caregivers who have
had the experience of caring for persons with head injuries who were discharged from
Maharaj Nakorn Chiang Mai Hospital, Nakornping Hospital, Chiang Mai Neurological
Hospital, and McCormick Hospital between December 2003 to March 2004. The research
instruments included a Demographic Recording Form, a Caring Behaviors Form modified
from that of Napaporn Kawkun (1990) by the researcher and a Social Support
Questionnaire modified by Saipin Gasemgitvatana (1994). The content validity of the
Caring Behaviors Form was .99. The overall reliability of the Caring Behaviors Form,
checked by Cronbach’s alpha cocfficient, was 91. The reliability coefficients of the
subscales of the Caring Behaviors Form, namely physical caring behaviors and

psychological support, were .88 and .92, respectively. The reliability of the Social Support
il



Questionnaire was tested and Cronbach’s alpha coefficient was .89, Descriptive statistics
and Pearson’s product-moment correlation coefficient were used to analyse the data.

The results of the study showed that:

1. Caregivers of persons with head injuries had an overall high score of caring
behaviors, and a high score in both physical and psycholégical support subscales (-)E=.84,
$.0=01, X=87, $.D=.01, and X=.80, S.D=01, respectively)

2. Caregivers of persons with head injuries received high social support (§=87,
S.D=7.41); and

3. There was no relationships between overall caring behaviors as well as subscales
of caring behaviors and social support among caregivers of persons with head injuries.

The results of this study can be used to plan for comprehensive caregivers preparation
before discharging persons with head injuries from the hospital. Nevertheless, the Caring
Behaviors Form and the Social Support Questionnaire should be further developed

specifically for the group of caregivers of persons with head injuries.
