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ABSTRACT

Multi - drug resistant bacterial infection is still a very serious problem of
nosocomial infection. It has impacts on patients, hospital personnel and hospitals.
Practices of guidelines for prevention and control of multi - drug resistant bacterial
infection are important for prevention and control. This quasi-experimental research
aimed to compare practice of prevention and control of multi - drug resistant bacterial
infection among nurses before and after participatory learning. The sample consisted of
63 nurses working in the surgical department at Chumphonkhetudomsakdi Hospital.
Data collection was carried out from October 2004 to January 2005. The research tools
consisted of the participatory learning plans, the practice observation form and the
practice questionnaire. The tools were validated by 5 experts and the content validity
index of the practice observation form and practice questionnaire were .95 and .99
respectively; the reliability were 1 and .80, respectively. The data were analyzed by
descriptive statistics, Chi-square test and Fisher exact test.

The results of the study illustrated that, after completing the participatory

learning, the nursing practices for the prevent and control of multi - drug resistant



bacterial infection was significantly different (p <0.05).

This study shows that participatory learning can change nursing practice
according to the guidelines for prevention and control of multi - drug resistant bacterial
infection. Therefore, it is recommended that participatory learning should be used to
promote nursing practice for prevention and control of multi - drug resistant bacterial

infection.
