ABSTRACT

Practices in prevention of infection transmission are a significant factor for patients
with pulmonary tuberculosis. Promotional of health belief is essential for nurses to improve
performance of practice. The main purpose of this quasi-experimental study was to determine the
effects of teaching with multi-media on health beliefs and practices in prevention of infection
transmission among patients with pulmonary tuberculosis. The objects were patients who
attended pulmonary tuberculosis clinic at Bamrasnaradura institute, Nonthburi province during
February to May, 2008. Forty patients were purposely selected according to the criteria and
divided equally into two groups. The control group received the routine teaching whereas the
experimental group received teaching with multi-media. The research instruments were
developed by the researcher consist of the lesson plan, video, flip chart, and manual for
pulmonary tuberculosis patients. Instruments for data collection consisted of the demographic
data recording form, the Health belief assessment and practices in prevention of infection

transmission questionnaires. The data were analyzed by using description statistics and t-test.



The results of the study revealed that

1. The health belief and practices in prevention of infection transmission scores of
pulmonary tuberculosis patients in experimental group were statistical significant higher than
those of patients in control group. (p <.01)

2. After receiving teaching with multi-media the health belief and practices in
prevention of infection transmission scores of pulmonary tuberculosis patients was statistical
significant higher than before receiving teaching with multi-media at. (p <.01)

These findings imply that teaching with multi-media on health belief model can be
used as a guide to enhance practices ability in prevention of infection transmission among patients

with pulmonary tuberculosis.
