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ABSTRACT 

 The objectives of this study, “Sino-Indian Competition in Mainland Southeast Asia 
after Cold War” are 1) to study Sino-Indian competition’s factors in Mainland Southeast Asia, 
2) to study Sino-Indian competition’s pattern in Mainland Southeast Asia, and 3) to study the 
impact and trend of Sino-Indian competition in Mainland Southeast Asia.  The method used in 
this study is heavily based on qualitative method. The data are obtained from different sorts of 
documents and personal interviews.  
 From the study, Sino-Indian competition in the mainland Southeast Asia has actually 
occurred since 2000. In this competition, India is the offensive actor that wants to compete 
with China. China is the actor that tries to keep its own interests in mainland Southeast Asia. 
There are 3 competition patterns. The first pattern is economic competition in the form of 
multi-lateral and bi-lateral cooperation with the mainland Southeast Asia’s countries. The 
second is transport construction competition. Their purposes are linking their countries with the 
region. The third is strategic competition especially in Myanmar and Vietnam. Both China and 
India want to extend their power over the land and water, Indian Ocean and South China Sea.  
In addition, the study finds that USA factor is the major factor behind the Sino-Indian 
competition.  
 The competition will affect the mainland Southeast Asia’s development in the positive 
way especially the developing countries. In the future, Sino-Indian competition in the Mainland 
Southeast Asia will continue to expand to other areas in Asia.
