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ABSTRACT

This study has 3 objectives 1) to study forms and schooling system of “School of 

Displaced People”, at the Shan State Army Base in the context of internal displaced people         

2) to examine role and duty of “School of Displaced People” in producing Shan nationalism 

ideology and 3) to study the result of Shan nationalism ideology in schooling of Shan nationalism 

ideology at Shan State Army Base. This is a qualitative research project, analyzing data from 

documents and interviews.

The study found that the schooling management of the school which was established 

since 2000 has a form and program for 10 year, from level 1-10, exclude pre-primary level.     

The school is under the control of Education Department of Restoration Council of Shan State. 

The schooling was adjusted to appropriate with the unstable situation of internal displaced state 

on Thailand- Burma border.

The school plays the roles on nationalism production as an ideological state apparatus. 

There are 3 factors which are significant elements 1) school’s  subjects: history, geography and  

“the Four Nobel Principles and Six Objectives”, with contents and instruction integrated            

the displacement experienced of the Shan 2) form of education management under the structure of 

RCSS’s Education Department which has policy to manage schooling for Shan State’s fighting 



for independence 3) Environments and context of the school effected to the student’s livelihood 

that always faces unstable and insecure situation under the control of the military.

The nationalism transmission of schooling at Doi Tai Laeng has resulted the students 

expressed their awareness by paying loyalty to the Four Nobel Principles of the Shan and through 

their practices with gratitude to their ethnic group by studying in this system and return to work 

with the Army after their graduation.
