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ABSTRACT

This thesis is an attempt to understand the processes of marginality and Thai Formal
Education in the Thai-Burmese Boarder Area : A Case of Ban Pangkam School in Pang Mapha
District, Mae Hong Son Province. The study applies a concept of marginality to examine the
condition of exclusion in a context of power relationship and Multicultural between Pa-O people
and other agents. The study has 3 main objectives as the followings; 1) to research situations of
how the Pa-o people became marginalization 2) to research marginalization condition of the Pa-o
people of how their culture were assimilation and interacted 3) to research Thai formal Education

that serves the Pa-o marginality.

The researching has its results of the Pa-o people marginalization with different
conditions namely; marginalization because Burma political situation and relationship to other
ethnic groups such as the Shan and Burmese which the history indicated that the Pa-o people is

undeveloped, barbarian and cultureless.



Moreover, after the Pa-o people resettled to Thailand, still they oppressed, marginalized
as stateless people, lack of negation procession and they attempts to harmonize outsider’s

cultures for life instance.

School as basic education unit service as well as unity and national security construction
agent has been tried to obtain Pa-o children to the school and improve their livelihood in order to
stay away from marginalization. The school organized education activity reacting to students by
using central curriculum combining to local one which based on traditional culture and career
promotion in order to have student rely on oneself. Since the policies and the Convention Child
Rights, these are affected to think of teacher and they obtaining the Pa-o children educational

opportunity.
