ABSTRACT

The objectives of the study on the problems of the attorney generals of the Office of the
Attorney General 5 in the prosecution of human trafficking are as follows.

1) To explore the problems and challenges of the attorney generals of the Office of the
Attorney General 5 in the prosecution of human trafficking according to the Anti-
Trafficking in Persons Act 2008.

2) To analyze the cause of the problems and challenges of the attorney generals of the
Office of the Attorney General 5 in the prosecution of human trafficking.

3) To find solution for the problems and challenges of the attorney generals of the Office
of the Attorney General 5 in the prosecution of human trafficking.

This study is a combination between qualitative study and quantitative study. Data were
collected from 70 officers of the Office of the Attorney General 5 and the interviews with 20
attorney generals. The tools for data collection were questionnaires and interview questions.

The followings are the result of the study.

1) In the operation of the attorney generals of the Office of the Attorney General 5

according to the Anti-Trafficking in Persons Act 2008, there are problems in the prosecution and

the procedure after the judgment at a moderate level.



The important problems in the investigation process included the reluctance of victims
and witnesses to cooperate in the investigations due to their fear of the wrongdoer’s influence.
Moreover, the victims and the witnesses were worried about their safety. In addition, the
regulations of the authorities and responsibilities of the attorney generals were not clearly
determined.

The problems in the prosecution and the procedure after the judgment included the
sluggishness during the witness examination. Like general criminal cases, little emphasis was
placed on advanced witness examination. There was no interpreter for foreigner’s case. Each step
and process was complicated. Evidence collection required long time, resulting in the
discouragement of the victim. The victim might leave for home, affecting the summon of witness.

There were problems in the protection of the victims and the witnesses, both in the
investigation and prosecution process. As a result, the victims were threatened by the influential
wrongdoers.

2) For factor of law and policy, there was a moderately clear procedure code of human
trafficking case in the process of witness examination and trial. For factor of personnel, there
were adequate attorney generals with moderate proficiency in their operation according to the law
of anti-trafficking in persons. For factor of cooperation, there was cooperation between relevant
sectors at a moderate level. For factor of controlling, there were moderately standardized systems
and procedures in the prosecution.

However, the 4 factors were not related to the problems in the prosecution of human-
trafficking cases with statistical significance. That is, they were not the main causes of the
problems in the prosecution of human-trafficking cases.

3) There were recommendations to solve the problems of the attorney generals of the
Office of the Attorney General 5 in the prosecution of human-trafficking cases. Firstly, relevant
sectors should hold operational training to develop skills and proficiency in the law enforcement
since the law of anti-trafficking in persons is a new law. The main responsible sector should be
established to directly take charge of such cases. There should be clear regulations of the

procedures in the cooperation between relevant sectors in every level.
