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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this study were to investigate the evaluation of the procurement
administration of Chiang Mai University; to analyze factors affecting the evaluation of the
procurement administration of Chiang Mai University; and to examine problems and obstacles of
the evaluation of the procurement administration of Chiang Mai University. It was the
quantitative research using questionnaires to collect data from 150 procurement officials in the
offices in Chiang Mai University. Findings could be summarized as follows:

Due to the evaluation of the procurement administration of Chiang Mai University, it was
found that generally the faculties/offices in Chiang Mai University had the efficiency in the
procurement administration in the high level. To clarify, the material inspection and acceptance,
and material acquisition were properly conducted in accordance with the relevant rules and
regulations. Moreover, the material requisition was primarily based on the necessity and usage.
The criteria and process for the material requisition were obviously set up. There was also the
annual material checking in every fiscal year. The appropriate inventory control, and written
materials off were strictly processed in due time in compliance with the rules and regulations.

Additionally, with regard to the correlation analysis between the structural organization
and management factor, the officials’ knowledge and understanding in procurement
administration factor, and the enforcement of Chiang Mai University Procurement Regulation
B.E.2551 factor and the procurement efficiency of Chiang Mai University, it revealed that on the

whole, the procurement related to the procurement efficiency of Chiang Mai University. To



illustrate, the enforcement of Chiang Mai University Procurement Regulation B.E.2551 factor
influenced the procurement efficiency of Chiang Mai University in the first factor. The next
factor was the officials’ knowledge and understanding in procurement administration factor.
Finally, in terms of problems and obstacles of Chiang Mai University procurement
administration, it showed that materials users usually estimated material demand from the
previous data resulting to the misleading demand size. Besides, the material requisition was not
inconsistent with the actual requisition. ~The procurement officials were inadequate for
procurement administration and they lacked the knowledge and expertise in procurement

administration, too.
