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ABSTRACT

The study “Pattern of Elderly Welfare Administration in Nongtong Pattana Municipality,
Hang Dong District , Chaing Mai Province”, a qualitative research, aimed to 1) investigate the
roles of local administrators, local organizations, government sectors, and the elderly in pushing
forward the development of the elderly welfare pattern administration in Nongtong Pattana
Municipality, 2) examine the amount of participation of the elderly in the development of the
elderly welfare pattern administration, 3) study the process in developing the welfare for the
elderly in Nongtong Pattana Municipality, and 4) investigate the patterns of elderly welfare
administration in Nongtong Pattana Municipality.

The data revealed that the local administrators played a very important role in pushing
forward the policies with the supports from local organizations in terms of the operations and
other government sectors in terms of academic. These government sectors included the Bureau of
Empowerment of Older Persons, Ministry of Social Development and Human Security of
Thailand, and the Chiang Mai office of Social Development and Human Security. In addition,
local hospitals participated in taking care of the elderly. It was also found that the elderly
participated in all stages in the development process including acknowledging, brainstorming,
collaborating in the activities, and utilizing the services and the benefits from the welfare for the
elderly. Furthermore, the process in developing the welfare for the elderly created 5 welfare

patterns consisting of 1) welfare provided by laws, 2) welfare provided by the supports from the



government sectors, 3) welfare initiated by the local organizations, 4) welfare supported and
operated by the locals, and 5) welfare created by the integrations of the local organizations.

The pattern of elderly welfare administration was developed because the local
administrators were supported in terms of knowledge and understanding about the elderly welfare
administration from the Bureau of Empowerment of Older Persons and Chiang Mai office of
Social Development and Human Security. Consequently, they established and implemented the

policies in the area with the cooperation from the local organizations dealing with the elderly.
