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ABSTRACT

The study on result of the Restorative Justice process of Khonkaen Juvenile Observation
and Protection is aimed to 1) study effectiveness of new paradigm “the Restorative Justice
process” to Khonkaen Juvenile Observation and Protection, 2) study opinions of government
officials that related to the Restorative Justice process onto convicted-juveniles by the focus
group of family and community, 3) survey for the problems according to the Restorative Justice
process also protecting, solving problem, treating and rehabilitating the convicted-juveniles in
Khonkaen Juvenile Observation and Protection, and 4) study convicted-juveniles’ and parents’
opinions about the justice onto the Restorative Justice process to Khonkaen Juvenile Observation
and Protection.

This study is a qualitative research. The data collection compiled by the
structured interviews from 31 people of prosecutors, inquisitors, probation officers, convicted-
juveniles and their parents.

The study results concluded as follows;

Most of the population considered the Restorative Justice process to Khonkaen
Juvenile Observation and Protection as the most achievement. They were all justified and
accepted to continue the focus group of family with the Restorative Justice process to Khonkaen

Juvenile Observation and Protection.



While some officers considered that the result of the Restorative Justice process
had no different on prosecution as before.

For the opinions of the government officials about the Restorative Justice
process by the focus group of family and community found that the process was the international
standard for convicted-juveniles consideration in all countries because the victim could be
compensated for any injury. The convicted-juveniles accepted their mistakes and were acceptable
in their community. Finally, they can reform themselves to be the hearty and live well in society.

The result of problems according to the focus group of family in Khonkaen
Juvenile Observation and Protection found that the convicted-juveniles and their parents had
problems about the journey to reporting themselves to the probation officers at Khonkaen
Juvenile Observation and Protection. The related officers considered the ambiguous law and

regulation that was uncovered the spirit of juvenile protection law.
