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Abstract

The purposes of this thesis were to study and analyse the urban
growth pattern, the changing of each type of land use and factors
influencing the urban land use pattern 1n Nakhonratchasima Municipality
in 1969 and 1985, and to compared urban with the Concentric Zone Model,
Sector Model and Multiple Nuclei Model. The methodology used in this
study included collecting of data which were from maps and interviews
of 776 households and the data were analized by using Weaver's Combi-
nation Index as statistical instrument.

The findings' of the study indicated that the land use patterns

were varied and mixed. The major urban growths were commercial,



residential, and industrial land uses. The growth occurred along the
road which can be described as Ribbon Development.. The urban structure
in the early period was related to Concentric Zone Model. But during
1969-1985 the structure was related to Sector Model. Central Business
District (CBD) was found existed in the area. However, the residents of
high income families were found to be located near the CBD rather than
far away from it.

Some outstanding characteristics of urban structure could be
identified as follow :

1. Sector Model by Commercial land use occured along the road.

2. Multiple Nuclei by Commercial land use feature was found in
rectangular.

3. McGee's Model is seemed applicable in the sense that
traditional commercial center as well as modern commercial center were
found existing.

Factors influencing the land use pattern in order of importance
were physiéal, economic and social factors such as advantageous business
sites, property own, and inexpensive rent. Factors influencing different
land use patterns in order of importance could be summarized as
following -:

1. Commercial land use was influenced by economic, social, and
physical factors.

2. Low - Income Residential land use was influenced by physical,

economic, social, and technological factors.



3. Middle - Income Residential land use was influenced by
soclial, economic, physical and technological factors.
4. High - Income Residential land use was influenced by economic,
social, physical and technological factors.
| 5. Govermmental land use was influenced by physical, political,
and economic factors.
6. Educational land use was influenced by physical, social,

and political factors.

7. Religious land use was influenced by physical, and social

factors.

8. Industrial land use was influenced by physical, economic,

and technological factors.
