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ABSTRACT

The =study of the Foundation for Education and Development of
Rural Areas and Its Work on Agricultural Dovelopment in Changwat
Chiang Mai was a participatory <observation field research and
documentary .research. The jurposes of this study were to evaluate the
success and factors influencing and factors affectiﬁg the success in
agricultural development of the Foundation for FHducation and
Deveciopment of Rural Areas, and to propose the appropriate
agricultural development pattern for the non - governmentél
organizations. The sample used in this study were 85 households (20
percent.) which were randomly selected from 10 villages within 4
amphoe (districts) of changwat Chiang Mai. The information @ was
analysed by using the statistical data of qualitative analysis and

multiple regression analysis.



Fsom the study, it was found that the success of agricultural
development., which was the main aim of the foundation, depended upon
the success of the foundation’s former projects”’ as aimed annually.
since the forming of the foundation. Moreover, 't.he success depended
mainly on the important factors 1like agricultural promotion and
training, revolving fund supporting and the readiness of the program
members. The two .f actors that. were found to have ithe most impact on
the agricultural development of the f oundatioﬁ are members’self -
reliance and the sustension of the agricultural development project.
Apart from the afore-mentioned factors,the members’ participation and
the project implementation process as aimed annually were the barriers
to the success.

The problems that were the causes of the above-mentioned
obstaéles factors which created consist of the members’not being ready
and the inadequate smount of the revolving fund to be used as
incentives 1in agricultural development. and in the running of the
project to achieve the aim effectively.

Therefore, the appropriate agricultural development.l pattern of
the Foundation for Education and Development of Rural Areas and that of
other non-governmental organizations that shares the same purposes
must give importance to every factors and variables concerned such as
the readiness of the egricult.ﬁral development, membefs, the supporting
revolving fund and the a.g-riqult.urq.l promot-ion and training. Moreover,
in order for the aim of the foundation to be achieved, every aspects
of these issues together with the agricultural development will have

0 be amended and improved.
