Abstract

This study has +two main purposes namely : (1) to study,
comparatively, the patierns of fand use in the studied site before
and after and the implementaion of the NESD Plans; and (2) to search
the influencing factors, whether they were physical, economic, and/or
social ones, upon the landuse patterns.

Ban Den Nasai, Tambon Thungpi, King Amphoe Mae Wang, Chiang
Mai was Selected for +the study. The reassons in selecting the
mentioned area as the research site simply because (1) a certain
amount. of farmers do the farm all year round, and (2) crops patterns
in the studied site are varied.

Needed data for the study were collected from two main
sources ; (1) farmers who have been farming for more than 30 years of
36 households, and (2) involwed officrals of 4 persons. All
collected data were descriptively ano-lized. The findings can be
summarizecas follow.
