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Abstract

The objectives of this independent study are:

1. To learn about narcotic suppression policy from the government and from public
organizations in Chiang Mai Province.

2. To learn about relevant attitudes towards measures of punishment given to
amphetamine offenders.

3. To learn about the present scenario of problems and obstacles in solving narcotic

problems.

Data and information are gathered from documentary research and indepth interviews
from governing officers, northern narcotic suppression officers, provincial judges, state attorneys,
provincial prison officials, policemen, law lecturers, newspaper and radio mass media and those

who used to be invelved in narcotic trade and trafficking.



The study finds that the prevailing government’s measures for narcotic prevention and

suppression are efficient including the healing and recuperating measures. Delegation of

responsibilities to government agencies is clear along with supporting budget appropriations.

As for the punishment measures of amphetamine wrongdoing, the respondents view that

the government has plentiful and complete amphetamine punishment measures. However, law

enforcement process is slow. Provincial court prosecution takes a long time and with reduced

penalties that lead to the lack of fear of punishment. In addition, it is viewed that government

officials in judicial branch should coordinate and exchange their narcotic experiences more

closely in order to increase efficiency of the operations.

The study has the following recommendations:

1.

Put more emphasis on law enforcement to ensure swift and effective suppression of
narcotic traffickers inside and outside the kingdom.

As for preventive measures, social actions should be put into use by allowing private
organizations and the public to have more participation in the campaign.

As for healing and recuperating of the addicts, community participation should be
emphasized along with psychological development and occupational orientation and
effective follow-ups.

As for administration, emphasis should be directed at creation of unified
administrative system by allowing the Center of Narcotic Prevention and
Suppression to be the axis of coordination. Narcotic data system should be set up at
both provincial and district levels. Operation plans should be formulated in a
constructive way, that is allowing the widest participation from every sector of the

society.
