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ABSTRACT

The study of “Spatial and Social Distribution of People’s Fear of Crime: A Case Study of the
Jurisdiction Area of Amphoe Mueang Chonburi Police Station™ has three objectives: firstly, to study
number and frequency of spatial and time distribution of basic crimes; secondly, to investigate the level
of people's fear of crime as a result of crime distribution and factors associated with individual and
environment; and finally, to study the impact of people’s fear of crime on people's daily routine. The
method used in this study is the spatial analysis by using documents, statistics, field survey, interviews
by using questionnaires with 399 people who live within the responsibility of Amphoe Mueng Chonburi
Police Station area, interviews with 52 community leaders and interviews with police officers.

- In the analysis of basic crime distribution, this study has divided the city area into 3 parts:
inner city; outer city; and suburb. The results show that crime rates, both crime against person and crime
against property, are higher in the inner city than the outer city and suburb. AH crimes are highly
associated, in the same direction, with the population density. For the period that crimes occurred, it was
found that crime against person occurred most during the night time while crime against property

occurred most during the day time.



Although crime against person occurred less than crime against property, this study found that
crime against person caused more fear among the people. For crime place and time that people fear most
are while staying outside during the night time. It was also found that people living in the inner city has
higher level of fear than peopie in the outer city and suburb. Factors associated with level of crime fear
are the perception on community disorder, gender, age, income level and experience as crime's victim.
Moreover, problems of the insecurity from crime have affected people’s daily routine, especially on job.

Results of the study, in general, not only provide knowledge and understanding on spatial and
social distribution of people’s fear of crime but can be used in planning and policies for sectors involved,
for example, police officers, community leaders and local governors in order to control and resolve

crime's problems for the security of life and property of the population.
