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ABSTRACT

The research “Trafficking in Women, Sexuality and Pornography on the
Internet” is inspired by the definition of “Trafficking in women” of United Nations
and Thai government. Such definition does not cover actual problems, particularly sex
websites in the internet space, which allow new forms of women trafficking. This
research is aimed to

1. Study and present forms and contents of pornography on the internet

space, which affects gendered power relations
2. Study and present the construction of meaning on sexuality and forms of

sexual exploitation on women, which results in the vague definition of “trafficking in
women”.

Theories and Concepts used in this research are “sexuality”, “Women
trafficking”, “Pornography” and Feminist Theories

Studying on websites varieties, sex websites, and chatting on-line,
researcher found that both audience and those who involve in sex website production
present sexual contents. They have interpolated pornography in various websites
varieties and photos are quite linked to those on sex websites which are easily
accessible. Studying on the internet space found that “knowledge” and “truth” are
produced and the produce of “knowledge and true” on sexuality discourse construct
stereotype for women to be “slut”

The issue trafficking in women found that “femininity” was always linked
to “commodity”. Trafficking in women and sex industry don’t limits in economic
only but it involves in sexual entertaining.

The sexuality discourse of men was produce and reproduced all the time
and the “text” of sexuality on internet contains fantasy, violation of women’s human
rights, violence against women and devaluation of women by treating women as “sex
object”.

Pornography on internet does not limit on sex issue but also is mixed by
sexual harassment, violation of women’s human rights, through both physical and
structural violence against women which show gendered relationship and power of
men.

Sometimes they are snapshots taken without awareness of women thus

violate their human rights. Such practices are wildly imitated. Through these

practices, men’s discourse on sexuality is reproduced and prolonged on the internet
space. The audience, therefore, absorb the violation of women’s human rights,
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violence against women and devaluation of women by treating women as “sex



object”. The finding of this research also involves issue of reproductive health as
those websites do not promote safe sex. The contents of those websites reflect cultural
violence that is a result of unequal power relations. Also, they present physical
violence like practice of rapes. Contents presented in the internet space as sexual
entertaining can lead to sex industry that exploits women.
