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ABSTRACT

This thesis aims to study and to understand an adaptation and response to changes in the
age of globalization in Lue Diaspora, in Chiang Kham town, Phayao province, situated within under
the historical contexts of nation-state and regional development. The study is investigated through
a cultural movement within the contexts of development and tourism promoted by the state.

The results are as followed, a memory and a historical consciousness of the homeland
and a production of locality are significant to the understandings of the Lue adaptation and
responses to the state projects. As these are manifested through development projects and the state
promotion on cultural tourism in Chiang Kham. These contestation can be observed and interpreted
through a cultural tourism promoted by the state and local participation, which conducted through
Lue cultural revivals, the organization of cultural festivals, annually, the establishment of Tai Lue
cultural center and the conducts of ritual and tradition in everyday life, these processes show that
the cultural movements among the Lue in Chiang Kham are invented in order to maintain, and
to incribe their origin and cultural identity, in a historical context of national formation and

development in this global age.
