ABSTRACT

This study on cultural tourism: a case study of Ban Luang Nua, Luang Nua Sub-Ditrict,
Doi Saket District, Chiang Mai Province had the objective of finding out the needs of the Thai
and Foreign visitors in the Tai Lue cultural tourism at Ban Luang Nua as well as the capability
and readiness. Analysis of the cause of the problems and effects from the cultural tourism was
also conducted in order to suggest appropriate solutions for the development of the tourism in
Ban Luang, Luang Nua Sub District, Chiang Mai Province.

The study was a qualitative research based on 6 sources of information comprising 1)
documents, especially those concerning the community, 2) a check-list for 520 people in the
sample group: 260 Thais and 260 foreigners, 3) interviews with tourism entrepreneurs in Chiang
Mai Province, 4) interviews with the community leaders and government officials involved in the
Ban Luang Nuan cultural tourism, 5) group discussions in a meeting at Ban Luang Nua
Community and 6) observations by participating in community activities.

The study found that the Thai visitors felt that the tourism marketing factor which had
the highest influence towards their decision in coming to Chiang Mai was the natural attractions
whereas the foreign tourists felt that the culture, tradition and lifestyle had the most influence. As
for the public relations, both Thai and Foreign visitors projected that the highest influence was by
word of mouth from close friends and the Internet. As for the cost of living, the budget had the
most influence. Both Thai and foreign visitors were unsure about the attractiveness of the cultural

tourism. The tourism entrepreneurs reflected that the tourism situation in Chiang Mai had slowed



down due to the economic and political problems. They also said that Thai tourists had become
more essential. The entrepreneurs suggested that the cultural tourism should be set up in the form
of Homestay and it needed support from the government. The opinions of the community leader
of Ban Luang Nua were consistent with those of the entrepreneurs. They also referred to three
types of problems comprising 1) external problems of the community; economic and political
ones, 2) internal problems; such as a lack of cultural strength in the local community, a lack of
personnel and English skills and 3) problems from the government were due to the lack of good
support. The effects from the cultural tourism can be divided into two parts; positive and
negative effects. The positive effects were that it strengthened the community in terms of income
and community public relations. The negative effects were crime, drugs and epidemics, and so on.
The appropriate solutions in the development of cultural tourism in Ban Luang Nua should be
developing the Homestays and establishing a community learning or knowledge center.

Day-tour visitors were not ready to come at this stage because they were unsure about
the tourism condition in the villages and also the economic and political problems tended to
reduce their interest in cultural tourism. Regarding the capability and readiness, the community
was quite ready in terms of infrastructure, transportation, accommodation and security. The
community leaders were strong and capable of running projects. However, they should wait for an

appropriate time to launch the project, which should be around two years from now.
