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ABSTRACT

The three objectives of “A Geographical Analysis of Entertainment Establishments in
Chiang Mai Municipal City” are 1) to study the development of entertainment venues in terms of
location, factors influencing elements, structure, functions, and the direction of changes; 2) to
analyze the relationship of entertainment venues and surrounding land use; and 3) to apply
geographic information systems to analyze suitable locations for entertainment businesses.
Historical study is the method used to explain the development of entertainment venues in the
study area. This is to describe the classification, locations, factors influencing the structure, and
functions of the entertainment venues. Field surveys, interviews, questionnaires, descriptive
statistical analysis, spatial analysis, and points score analysis are used to analyze suitable
locations and the relationship of entertainment venues and surrounding land use.

Results of the study show that the development of entertainment venues in the city
area is divided into six groups; 1) cinemas and theaters, 2) dancing pubs, 3) massage parlors, 4)
karaoke and supper clubs, 5) pubs and restaurants, and 6) a-go-go dancing places, cabarets, and
beer bars. Entertainment venues in the first group were originally located in the city center and
radial road. They are old style cinemas. After modern cinemas and theaters built in shopping
centers, the old style cinemas and theaters were closed. Now, only two cinemas in shopping
centers open for a business. Influencing factors are convenient transportation and moving from
the center of business center. This group is related to commercial land use.

In the past, entertainment venues in the second group usually were open in hotels and

confined to the city center. They then increased and expanded to outskirt along with city growth.



The service areas depend on the size of businesses. This group is related to commercial land use.
Influencing factors are convenient transportation, parking lots, and location in hotels. For
entertainment venues in the third group, locations do not change much from past to present. But
the number is decreased. The venues in this group are only open in hotels or entertainment
complexes. Influencing factor is the uncrowded location. This group is related to commercial
land use in along radial roads. The service areas cover Chiang Mai city. For the fourth group,
there was a few numbers of karaoke and supper clubs. After that, karaoke was increased. They
are located in business area because it is influenced by foreigner culture. Influencing factors are
locations in busy areas, and opening close together to attract customers. This group is related to
commercial land use. The service areas depend on size of the businesses. For the fifth group, this
type of business was found only a few comparing to a numbers of them in the present. It has a
different format to attract customers. The influencing factors are locations close to target groups
and it is easy to access. This group is related to commercial and residential land uses. The service
areas depend on size of the businesses. The businesses in the sixth groups are located in the city
center. They are open to give services to foreign tourists. The influencing factors are locations
close to accommodation of tourists and opening close together to attract customers. Small
businesses have small service areas. This group is related to commercial land use in the city
center.

Entertainment establishments in Chiang Mai city have all four types of linkages with
other entertainment businesses; they are competitive linkage, complementary linkage, commensal
linkage and ancillary linkage.

It is found that the suitable locations for entertainment businesses are in Chang Phuak,

Hai Ya, Suthep, Sriphum, Chang Clan, and Wat Ket sub-districts.
