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ABSTRACT

The New Theory of Agriculture has been generally accepted as a form of alternative
agriculture hitch can solve the problems caused by intensive commercial agriculture, or
agricultural mainstream but there is a limited amount in practicing. In fact, there may be some of
farmers having already complied with the essence of new theory of agricultural, but incomplete.
In Maefak Mai Sub-district, San Sai District, Chiang Mai Province, there have been some farmers
followings the form and essence or some farmers followed only the essence besides that, there has
been also the New Theory of Agriculture learning center there. To finding that firstly, to study the
conditions of the farmers who followed the New Theory of Agriculture practices with completed
model and applied model and secondly, to study the effects of the New Theory of Agriculture
practices of both models. With the assumption that the New Theory of Agriculture would be
difference because of the difference of conditions. The result of the following the New Theory of
Agriculture would not be difference in the relative.

The objectives of this research entitled " Analysis of Conditions and Sustainability of
Different New Theory of Agriculture Practices: A Case Study of Maefak Mai Sub-district, San

Sai District, Chiang Mai Province " are 1) to study the conditions of the farmers who followed the



completely and applied New Theory, and 2) to study the effects of agricultural practices of
farmers, according to the completely and applied New Theory.

This research was used both quantitative and qualitative methods to investigate
different the New Theory of Agriculture practices in the study area and found that:

1. The condition of the land size, household labors, income, expenses, and liabilities
were not involved in forming of the New Theory of Agriculture for the farmers who followed the
New Theory of Agriculture practices with complete model and applied model while the
conditions of the water resource was involved in forming the New Theory of Agriculture by the
New Theory of Agriculture practices with completed model had reserved the water resources, the
New Theory of Agriculture practices with applied model didn’t have a backup water supply in the
area but they had irrigation system. And social systems (wisdom) played a role to involved in
forming of the New Theory of Agriculture by the New Theory of Agriculture practices with
completed model used the wisdom in the area and search for more knowledge, a New Theory of
Agriculture practices with applied model who lacked of sharing or searching for more
knowledge. However, it was important to note that farmers understand and be flexible and able to
put the New Theory of Agriculture into practices according to their capability and household size.

2. The results of agricultural practices of the farmers who followed a New Theory of
Agriculture practices with completed and applied model were difference in term of relative main
points. However, in some areas performed differently depending on conditions of farmers. The
main point of the theory was the combination of agriculture and the environment through
rationalizing application of knowledge, local wisdom and available local materials with the
understanding of the farmers themselves. Focused on moderation: enough to eat, enough for
household consumption, reducing reliance on external but self dependence. This will make

farmers have stability and immunity in their lives.
