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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study are to investigate the situation of Thailand’s exports to the important
partner countries during 2002-2013, analyze the factors which affecting the export growth
slowdown of Thailand during 2000-2013 using the data of export value of Thailand and Vietnam
during 2000-2013. The results are divided into two parts. The first part is a result of the situation of
Thailand’s exports to the partner countries during 2002-2013 by using Constant Market Share
Model, CMS. The first result shows that the growth of exports to the partner countries. The
expansion of the exports has been affected by the growth of partner’s imports (Growth Effect) over
the competitiveness of Thailand (Competitive Effect). These lost of competitiveness causes the
exports growth slowdown in Thailand. The second reveals factors which affect the export growth
slowdown of Thailand during 2000-2013 by using the econometric method. It shows that there are 3
factors affecting the export growth slowdown of Thailand where are the relative exchange rate, the

export value index and the industrial value added.
