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ABSTRACT

WiangTakan is located in Banklang sub district, Sanpatong district, Chiang Mai province and it is a
historical city which contains physical evidences i.e. city moat and wall, including various historical
sites, studied and explored by Fine Arts Department. Nevertheless, the city does not attract a lot of
tourists though it is located on tourism track in the south of Chiang Mai province. In order to
manage WiangTakan historical city for learning resources and cultural tourism which can bring
localbenefits, the objective of this study was to learn historical, physical contexts, environment of
ancient sites and cultural heritages of WiangTakan historical city, Banklang sub district, Sanpatong
district, Chiang Mai province, including potential and problems of WiangTakan historical city and
remains as learning resources and cultural tourism. Therefore, the suggestions for historical city
management of WiangTakan can be implemented for learning resources and cultural tourism in

order to preserve its values and local benefits.

The study revealed that WiangTakan was the historical city which had been since Haripunchai age.
Its physical characteristics showed rectangle city plan and the city wall and moat were still exist.
There were 14 ancient sites which were explored by Fine Arts Department, located on both outside
and inside the city, around the city wall, in addition, another 20 ancient sites were further found in

the nearby villages. The downtown was the location of Takan village and the villagers well



conserved the ancient sites. From the study, the author suggested 7 activities for managing the
historical city of WiangTakan to be more efficient and to support it as learning resourcesand cultural
tourism. They consisted of 1) improving historical view of the ancient sites to be more appropriate
for learning resources and cultural tourism, 2) improving the paths to entrance each ancient site and
develop learning media and facilities to serve appropriate learning and tourism, 3) establishing
efficient information center, 4) holding supportive community activity which was run by the
WiangTakan villagers, 5) holding extra activities for community movement such as local festivals,
community shops, 6) setting proactive public relations such as internet media, television ads,
magazine ads, including signs which were consistent to target group and 7) determining learning
trails for cultural tourism for both short and long terms of the WiangTakan historical city. The
above suggestions can make WiangTakan to achieve the target for being a sustainable and efficient

learning resources and cultural tourism.
