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Abstract

The purposes of this study were to study the processes of
production, factors of production and distribution of processed
seybean of commercial Farmers' Housewives Groups, to identify problems
occured and to study the roles of home economist. The study areas
were Muanglen, Sansai Luang and Nong Jomm Sub-district, Sansai
District, Chiang Mai Province. The samples of this study were 24
Farmers' Housewives and 6 home economists. The data was collected by
the use of interview schedule and was analyzed by qualitative method.

From research findings, it is found that decision wmaking of
Farmers' Housewives in processing, recommendations of home economist,

production factors, processings, quality of products and duration of




sale, marketing channel, administration and financial management were
important for commercial Farmers’' Housewives Groups.

Problems arisen in soybean processing were methods of soybean
processing, marketing, factors of production and products quality.

The roles of home economist in commercial Farmers' Housewives
Groups were to advise members of Farmers' Housewives Groups to accept
govermment. services, to transfer technology to be easily understood,
to persuade Farmers' Housewives to participate in soybean processing,
and to advise members to utilise local resources. Home Economist was
only a facilitétor.

It is suggested that the process of soybean processing and
problems, must be solved within the mutual cooperation between
Farmers' Housewives and home economists. The number of home economists
should be increased so that farmers' housewives to get access to
government. services, these would eventually 1lead to raising their

income and quality of lives.
