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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to evaluate the
effectiveness of the promotion and development of agricultural
occupation program in temperate Zone fruits, vegetables and ocut
flowers cultivation, to investigate socio-economic conditions
of farmers, problems and recommendations for improvment in the
future. Data was géthered from 118 farmers in 4 villages of the
Angkhang Royal Development Center, Chiang Mai by using Simple
Random Sampling technique together with observation, documentary
study and interviewing 15 project staffs. Data éﬁalysis had been
done through descriptive statistics such as percentage, mean and

standard deviation.



From research findings, it was found that the majority
oflfarmers were male with an average age of 44.81 years, who
mostly be able to speak Thai biut few can read or write. The
average family member was 6.27 persons with an average farm size

of 6.61 rai. Most farmers owned their land but. had no land title.

As for Crop Replacement Program, the majority of
farmers planted temperate zone fruits as main occupation, cut
flowers and vegetables as minor occupation. Most farmers
received advice and training from the Project. However, they
lack of practical skills but had shown interest in participating

with the Project.

Concerning income generating activities, it was found
that farmers had an average income of 24,859,931 Baht which showed
drastic change. They used a lot of inputs which most of all were
seedlings. As for marketing management , it was moderately
helpful by suggesting that it should have definite date of pay
back money within a week as well as price support for inferior
products. Major problems of farmers concerning occupation were
lack of general knowledge on cropping techniques and pruning
practice. Farmer?s solutions were to consult with agricultural
extension lworkers and farmer leaders who were their neigﬂhours.
As regards field supervision, it was found that it was very
useful but the visit was limited. Most farmers said that training

vas useful at a moderaté level. Most useful toplcs were cut



flower cultivation, temperate zone fruit pruning practice and

fertilizer application.

AS  regards occupation supporting activities and
permanent settlement, it was found that most farmers gained
benefit from infrastructure such as feeder roads and
electricities,i the remainings were water resource, schools and
children nursery. The farmers participated in various activities
on special holidays such as father’s day, mother’s day, new year
day, annual tree planting day and Buddha Lent. The farmers had
good attitute towards the project that it was vefy useful for
their océupation. They had moderate level in general living
standafd, housing, farmlénds and household items. Most farmers
bad identification cards, good attitude to agricultural extension

workers and unity to perform community activities.

From this study, it was suggested that farmers should
have more practical skills through training programs by focusing
on small farmers as well as farmer leaders. The project should
promote water resource development, people’s participation on
infrastructure maintenance and should develoﬁ land use planning
map. Agricultural extension workers should develop their plans
suitable for each village. The project should improve field
supervision program and agricultural media suitable for economic,

social and technological change.
