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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study 1) the situation of economizing
household account of the farmers who were the Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural
Cooperatives (BAAC)’ customers, 2) the attitudes of the farmers who were the
customers of BAAC towards conducting household account and 3) the problems and
obstacles on conducting household account of such farmers.

The sample group of this research consisted of 396 farmers who were the
customers of Bank for Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives from 5 districts in
Chiang Mai province i.e. Sanpatong, Sankhampaeng, Sansai, Mae Rim and
Hangdong districts. The study instrument for data collection was questionnaire and
the following methods, frequency, percentage, means, minimum, maximum and
standard deviation were employed for statistical analysis.

The study revealed that 63.4% of the farmers were male. The average age was
49.54 years. Their household have 3.74 peoples per family and one out of three of the
sample received vocational certificate/technician certificate. Their household income
was 60,873.74 Baht per year. In addition, 64.4% of them were in debt with Bank for
Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives. The most influential source of
information about conducting household account for the farmer was BAAC.

From the study on the situation of conducting household account, it was found
that 63.4% of the farmers had no experienced in doing household account. Every
farmer was supported by the Bank of Agriculture and Agricultural Cooperatives on
conductiog household account. Moreover, all of them were given the account book,
advised and taught for conducting household account. Apart from the above, 57.3%
of them spend their night time to worked on the household account. Every farmer



used their house to work on the account and 32.8% of them work on the household
account 3 times a week. Also, 63.4% of the farmers understood the household
account in the training, however, after the training, they could not make it by
themselves.

With the study on the farmers’ attitudes towards making household account, it
was found that they definitely agreed to conduct household account as the average
score was 4.59%.

In terms of problems and obstacles in conducting household account, the
importance problems were lack of understanding on household account and less
assistance and recommendation from the officers.

The farmers suggested that involved bodies of government and private sectors
should continuously offer more knowledge, advice, trainings and support on
household account.
