Abstract

The objectives of the research, “Knowledge and Practice on Organic 

Agriculture of Farmer Group , Saluang  Sub - district , Mae Rim District , Chiang  

Mai  Province”, were 1) to investigate organic agricultural knowledge and practice of 

the farmers, 2) to study the relationship between personal factors, economic factors, 

social factors and the organic agricultural practice of the farmers, 3) to find out the 

problems of and suggestions for the farmers’ organic agricultural practice. The 

population of this study was 99 farmers who did organic farming in the target area. 

Data were collected by using interview questionnaires, and the collected data were 

analyzed by using statistical values including percentage, mean, standard deviation, 

minimum and maximum value. Chi-square Test was also used to analyze the 

relationship between independent variables and dependent variables. The study 

revealed that most farmers were male with an average age of 50.38 years old. Most of 

them (34.3 %) graduated from secondary schools. The average number of labor 



working in each farm was 1.55 people. The amount of land owned by the farmers 

themselves was averagely 8.26 Rai (13,216 sq.m.). The average annual income from 

organic agricultural produce was 66,541.66 baht. The farmers contacted with officers 

averagely 1.86 times per year. For the use of knowledge concerning organic 

agriculture which farmers gained from different sources, it was found that most 

farmers could bring the knowledge into practice according to the organic agriculture 

standards. What farmers always practiced included the selection of land for doing 

their organic farming, the selection of plants to grow, soil preparation, soil 

management, the control, prevention and eradication of plant pests, plant deceases, 

and insect pests. What the farmers practiced sometimes were the use of organic 

fertilizers as a substitution of chemical fertilizers, water management, and the 

cropping system. 

According to the test of hypotheses, factors related to the organic agricultural 

practice of the farmers which showed statistical significance of 0.05 were age, 

education, household labors, and social status. The problems of farmers included the 

high rental fee of lands, the quality of plant seeds, and the low price of organic 

agricultural produces.

This research suggested that related organizations from both government and 

private sectors should cooperate with each others to promote organic agriculture 

among farmers. The promotion can be done by organizing trainings and workshops 

regarding organic agriculture that enable farmers implement the knowledge 

effectively.
