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Abstract

The objectives of this research were to study the factors affecting farmers’
adoption of chayote quality development in Pongyang Sub — district, Mae Rim
District, Chiang Mai province and to explore on problem of chayote development.

The data were collected from 172 cases of those who joined chayote quality
development extension for sell project in Pongyang, Mae Rim District, Chiang Mai
province. Data were collected through questionnaires. The statistics applied in this
research were frequency, percentage, mean, maximum and minimum values, standard
deviation and multiple regression.

The results of the research revealed that most framers were male with an
average of age 47 years old. Their education level were primary school. The average
income of family was 118,441.86 baht per year. The experience in chayote planting
was 4-5 years. The average farm size was 3.34 rai. The average labor used in chayote
planting was 2 persons. Most of farmers received information about chayote from
their neighbors. They used to attend training about chayote quality development.
Most of them had cognizance of chayote quality development at medium level and
agreed with the chayote quality development. Farmers had problems at high level of
chayote quality development on investment. They had Good Agricultural Practice of
chayote at high level. They did recording data at least level. However, farmers
performed at high level in part of production processing management.

Factors related to farmers’ adoption of chayote quality development were
age, experience in chayote planting, labor, private funding and information on
chayote.

This study suggested that agricultural extension agencies should provide
advice to help, visit and train farmers about the application of standard farm
regulations and support them for investment.
