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Abstract

The objectives of the research entitled “Participatory Development of Local Agricultural
Curriculum Based on Sufficiency Economy Philosophy of Chiang Mai for Life School” were to
1) participatory identify local wisdom and learning sites on agriculture based on Sufficiency
Economy philosophy, and 2) participatory development of local agricultural curriculum based on
sufficiency economy philosophy. Participatory action research was applied as a research
methodology.

It was found that there are five villagers, who are expert on integrated farming,
voluntarily to be wisdom teachers. Furthermore, participatory process for developing local
agricultural curriculum based on Sufficiency Economy Philosophy of “Chiang Mai for Life
School” includes: 1) identify agricultural issues and agenda interested by students, 2) identify

integrated agricultural curriculum based on farmers’ recommendation, 3) identify the possibility



of learning and teaching based on identified student’s interest, 4) form research core team
including teachers and students, 5) select wisdom teacher based on criteria developed by research
core team, 6) study visit at the learning site of local wisdom, 7)develop interview schedule, 8)
interview wisdom teachers, 9) identify content of curriculum based on knowledge of wisdom
teachers, 10) implement participatory learning and teaching process, 11) participatory evaluate
learning and skills of students; wisdom teachers and school teachers, 12) analyze
recommendations suggested by school headmaster, school teachers, wisdom teachers and
students, and drafting the local agricultural curriculum based on Sufficiency Economy
Philosophy.

This research suggested that school headmaster, school teachers, wisdom teachers and
students have to fully participated in the decision making process as to develop satisfied local
curriculum.  Additionally, school teacher has to facilitate the participation of students by

integrating local curriculum with existing “occupation subject” through practical activities.
