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Abstract

This study was aimed at studying the factors influencing entrepreneur decisions and
expectations, as well as the problems and obstacles of entrepreneurs, in participating in the Quality
Factors of Agricultural Production Store Project in Chiang Mai Province. Questionnaires were
used to collect data from ten samples who participated in the project and two hundred and fifty
samples who did not participate in the project from 8 districts. The data were analyzed using the
Logit Model, ranked on a Likert scale and explained by descriptive statistics. The findings
revealed most of the project participants to be males aged not more than 50 years with bachelor’s
degree educational attainments who had been operating agricultural production factory businesses
and stores for over nine years with most of the businesses being in the form of cooperatives and
large businesses. Most of the group who did not participate in the project were the same sex and
old age as the previous group with high school/vocational educational attainments who operated
businesses for four to six years with most of the businesses being small single-owner businesses
earning mean monthly incomes under 50,000 baht.

According to the findings of the study on importance of the factors influencing participants’
decisions to participate or not participate in the project, the factors of knowledge and understanding
about the project, attitude towards the project, project qualifications and conditions, business

operations, news and information, including services, were found to have high to highest influence



on decisions in the case of project participants, in the case of the group that did not participate in the
project, the aforementioned important factors were found to have medium to high influence on
decisions, the analysis with the Logit Model under sample size 10 to 50 by setting statistical
significance at 0.05 and 0.01, factors influencing entrepreneurs’ decisions to participate in the
Quality Factors of Agricultural Production Project with statistical significance comprised a
number of channels for receiving news and information/access to project information and mean
monthly sales income, the chi-square test by setting statistical significance at 0.05. The test results
revealed a number of channels for receiving news and information to be related to attitude of the
participants will have the trust and reliability, the findings from studying the project participants’
expectations, the participants were found to have expectations in the business, social, economic
and management aspects. Overall, the participants expected to receive the items with the highest
mean significance in every aspect, while the non-participants had expectations in the same
aspects. From an aggregate perspective, the non-participants placed high mean significance on
expectations, the findings concerning problems and obstacles, the participants in the project were
found to have problems and obstacles in receiving information and increased business workloads while
non-participants had the highest problems and obstacles regarding capital required for business
operations, increased business workloads, receiving information, public relations without coverage,
complicated criteria for participating in the project and studies not meeting set criteria.
Furthermore, non-participants also had problems and obstacles in other such as business sizes,
store locations, sales figures, income, power to decide to participate in the project, experience,
communications, time, health and opinions that benefits will not be cost-effective. The study were
found to concur with the findings of Ngamchawi (2009) and Panuwat (2005) while they did not
concur with the findings of Krissada (2006).
Recommendations from this study suggest that related government agencies can implement

the findings as guidelines for planning, making modifications, corrections and improvements in
policies and criteria in order to motivate more entrepreneurs in the business to accept and decide
to participate in the project. In addition, studies on the structures and differences between both sample

groups should be conducted to obtain data for effectively assessing entrepreneurs’ decisions.
